Minutes of April 3, 2004 Meeting

Chaplain Buck Simmons gave the invocation.

Sergeant-at-Arms, Trooper Ray Hilgart, led those present in the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

Chairman Younger announced that the Board of Directors met at 1215 hours this date.  The major topic of discussion was the process by which the D.C. Chapter Educational Award would be approved and awarded.  The discussion centered on who should serve on the committee tasked to review applications and to select the individual for the Education Fund award.  Chairman Younger indicated that he would make decisions related to this issue within the next few weeks and provide information to the membership at the May 1, 2004 meeting.

Chairman Younger stated that the Board of Directors meetings for 2004 are scheduled for every other month, i.e. January, March, May, July, September and November.  The unavailability of the meeting hall for the March 2004 meeting resulted in a postponement until today, 3 April.  To insure no misunderstanding, the next Board of Directors meeting will be held as scheduled on May 1, 2004.

Chairman Younger distributed meeting Agenda Information Sheets to those present.

Chairman Younger welcomed Sheila Novack, wife of member Mike Barker and expressed the appreciation of the membership for her presence.

Chairman Younger explained that Secretary Bob Amos was yet unable to be present due to family medical problems.  According to Bob, these problems should be resolved by the time of the next chapter meeting.   However, as a result of Bob’s absence, copies of the chapter meeting minutes for each member present were not available.

At the request of Chairman Younger, Recorder Ray Hilgart read aloud the main elements of the March 6, 2004 Chapter meeting minutes to enable the membership to either approve or disapprove the minutes.  After the reading of the minutes, George Stoeckert made a motion to accept the minutes as written upon revision of the date of Trooper Grier’s next visit to the VVW Post MDI-01 from 14 April to 29 April 2004.  Jack Thompson seconded the motion followed by approval of the minutes by voice vote.

Chairman Younger identified and discussed a number of items taken from the latest publication of the “Association Bulletin” which may be of interest to the membership.  These items were:

· The 58th Annual Convention of the 82nd Airborne Division Association will be held in Reno, Nevada during the period 18-21 August 2004.  The Cal-Nevada “All Airborne” Chapter is hosting the convention and particulars can be found on the back cover of the Winter 2003-04 edition of the Paraglide.  Chairman Younger stated that D.C. Chapter is providing a letter to the Association identifying Trooper Ed Maltese as the authorized person to represent the D.C. Chapter at the convention.

· Chapter members desiring to add or include items or issues to the convention agenda must do so by 8 July 2004.  In such instances, the Chapter Chairman or Secretary should be contacted.

· Any desired bylaw revisions must be submitted to the Association NLT 13 Jun 2004.  Ray Hilgart will be polling the Officers and Directors for input and comments to recommendations to insure that such recommendations (if any) can be distributed at the next membership meeting on 1 May 2004.

· The Association is pushing a public relations (PR) campaign to make 82nd veterans more aware of the Association and its activities.  Toward this end it is hosting competition among the various chapters for the best PR activity and prizes are to be handed out for the best.  The D.C. Chapter will submit copies of its latest newsletter as a candidate for this competition.

· Chapter financial statements are due to the Association headquarters.  Those of the D.C. Chapter have been submitted well ahead of the deadline.

Chairman Younger then provided a pass-around copy of the “Static Line.”

The Chapter Treasurer’s reports were distributed and reviewed by the membership.  The reports included the Balance Sheet as of 31 March 2004 and the Profit & Loss Statement for January through March 2004.  George Stoeckert moved to accept the Treasurer’s Report as written.  This motion was seconded by Jim Rodier and carried by voice vote of the membership.

Ray Hilgart distributed the Quartermaster Sales Items (QMSI) financial report for the quarter ending March 31, 2004.  He explained that this report is expressed in item monetary values rather than item quantities and that these amounts are based on item procurement costs.  He further stated that this report does not require approval of the membership.

Chairman Younger stated that the door key for the Fort Myer chapel is required to enable the D.C. Chapter to gain entrance to the meeting hall within the chapel.  In the past, the Chapter has experienced situations wherein the key (or individual possessing of such key) was not available.  To preclude recurrence of this problem, arrangements have been made for chapel personnel to deposit the key on the first Saturday of each month with the Fort Myer Charge of Quarters located in Building 406, next to the bowling alley.

CHAPTER OFFICER REPORTS: Chairman Younger opened the floor to reports from the Officers of the Chapter.

Vice-Chairman’s Report – Bill Ridley:

D.C. Chapter Newsletter:  Bill Ridley reported that the Chapter has been somewhat remiss the past year or so in publishing and distributing the Chapter newsletter.  Effective this month things will change wherein plans are to have a newsletter published and distributed every two months (minimum) with the next being distributed within the next two-three weeks.  However, to make the newsletter an on-going and successful effort the participation of chapter members is essential.  Some of the things the membership can do to facilitate this effort is to submit articles about chapter members and items deemed to be of interest to the membership, to include photos.  Members need to keep the Secretary informed of any changes in addresses (email and postal) and telephone numbers to insure that newsletter distribution is made to all members.  Articles and photos submitted for newsletter publication can be sent to the Vice-Chair electronically or via regular mail. Secretary’s Report – Bob Amos:  Bob was not available due to family medical reasons.

Treasurer’s Report – Wally Parr:  No additional activity to report.

Chaplain’s Report - Buck Simmons:

Chaplain Simmons indicated that he knows of nothing new to report on the health and well being of the membership.  Verle Turner remains yet somewhat inactive but is improving.

Chaplain Simmons announced that new and revised tributes and prayers for deceased members have been received from the Association’s Executive Director, Manny DeJesus.  The Tribute is pronounced by a Chapter Officer; the Prayer by the Chapter Chaplain.  They are titled as follows.

· Commemorative Tribute for a Departed Male Trooper

· Commemorative Tribute for a Departed Female Trooper

· Chaplain’s Closing Prayer for a Departed Male Trooper

· Chaplain’s Closing Prayer for a Departed Female Trooper

The primary change is that a separate tribute and prayer has been published for male and female troopers.  Buck also gave notice that he has published a revised Standard Operation Procedure for a Commemorative Tribute for Deceased Members.  These procedures, including the commemorative tributes and prayers, are included herein as an attachment for the record.

Chaplain Simmons also announced that the D.C. Chapter prayers, both opening and closing, have been slightly revised and they are also included herein as attachments for the record.

Veteran’s Representative Report – Dr. Reginald “Reggie” Grier

Reggie announced that he would make a follow-up visit to the Incarcerated Post MDI-01 of the Veterans of the Vietnam War in Jessup, Maryland on April 29, 2004.  He will address the incarcerated veterans and discuss the physiology, symptoms and the various treatments of prostate cancer.  He indicated that Chapter members are welcome to accompany him but first must be registered to obtain an entrance pass to visit the facility.  Those interested in making the visit should notify him.

Reggie explained the numerous documents and publications that were available to the membership at his table.  Especially relevant for the health and well being of the membership were the brochures and pamphlets related to improving one’s life style as it relates to high-blood pressure, diabetes and pain relief.  He also had information concerning the West Nile Virus.

Reggie provided a copy of an 11th Airborne Division Association Newsletter, which could be made available to any former 11th Airborne Division members.  Bob Herzog was a known 11th member and it will be mailed to him.

COMMITTEE CHAIRPERSON REPORTS:  None

OLD BUSINESS: Chairman Younger addressed the following “old business” elements:

Orde Wingate Wreath-Laying Ceremony: The Orde Wingate Ceremony will be held at Arlington National Cemetery (ANC) Sunday, Apr 25, 2004.  Chairman Younger will represent the Washington, D.C. Chapter and all are welcome to attend.  Pre-ceremonies will commence near the Tomb of the Unknown Soldier at 1330 hours and will move to the ANC amphitheatre at 1400 hours for the main ceremony where the British General, Orde Wingate, will be honored for his service in the Burma-Indian theatre against the Japanese during World War II.  Among the 45-50 participants expected would be those dignitaries who will address the attendees and discuss the great achievements of this WWII hero.

2004 Armed Forces Day: Vice Chair Bill Ridley heads the committee:  Tentative plans call for the D.C. Chapter to conduct a membership drive and sales of D.C. Chapter memorabilia at Andrews Air Force Base during the period 14-16 May 2004.  Set-up day is scheduled for 13 May 2004.  Bill passed around sign-up sheets asking for volunteers to man the membership and sales desks and to be available to answer questions from visitors about the past and present history of the 82nd Airborne Division.  Bill stated that the Armed Forces Day at Andrews Air Force Base provides the opportunity to see the best air show around and, weather permitting, observe an airborne operation of the 82nd Airborne Division.  The D.C. Chapter plans to co-locate their area of operations adjacent to those of 82nd Airborne Division where 82nd troopers and visitors can intermingle to discuss airborne operations and equipment used on such operations.

2004 Annual Summer Picnic: Vice Chair Bill Ridley (Bill R) heads the Summer Picnic Committee and Bill Katzenstein (Bill K) has the lead to identify and reserve a location where the picnic can be held.  Bill K reports that the location currently being considered is that off of Little River Turnpike just outside the beltway.  The location has covered positions to preclude exposure in the event of inclement weather and has bathroom facilities for all.  Five picnic tables accommodating up to 1,000 participants can be made available and locations for sporting activities are nearby.  Bill K will proceed to make reservations for June or July and when all arrangements are settled and firmed up he will provide the necessary information to the chapter secretary so the membership can be notified.

Convention Delegate:  No change from that published in the meeting minutes of March 6, 2004. Ed Maltese is to serve as the national convention delegate and an official letter from the D.C. Chapter to the Association so states.

The Army 10-Miler for Year 2004:  Chairman Younger stated the committee chair for the Army 10-Miler could not be here today but that the D.C. Chapter will take the lead and the American Volunteer Reserve Association is planning to provide support with up to 25 individuals for the garment and bag check activity.  George Baker is the point of contact for this event, which will be held in October, thus there remains plenty of time to complete event plans for participation by the D.C. Chapter.  No further discussion was held on the Army 10-Miler program and Chairman Younger tabled further discussion for a later meeting. 

Social Event(s):  Chairman Younger indicated that there are as of yet no specific plans for social activities outside of those already on the agenda but that ideas and recommendations would be greatly appreciated for such activity.  Events such as dinners, shows and plays might be considered if the membership expressed interest in such.

Fund-Raising Event(s):  Chairman Younger brought up possible future requirements for additional Chapter funds.  He indicated that, although current fund balances are sufficient and seem to be stable over time without any undue fluctuation, the need for future fund-raising events might arise.  Therefore, he would appreciate any ideas or recommendations for such events.  Skip McGrath indicated that the Association national convention (August 2006) may well be held in the Washington D.C. area and, if such were the case, the D.C. Chapter would be in a position to participate in the numerous activities that occur during such conventions, including fund-raising activities.  However, it would call for the dedication of many of the chapter members to make this happen.  Chairman Younger noted that this issue must be given early consideration to permit time for careful planning and committee assignments that such activities necessarily entail.

Bylaws: Ray Hilgart is reviewing current D.C. Chapter bylaws. Recommendations for modification, if any, are planned for presentation to Board of Directors at the May 1, 2004 Chapter monthly meeting at which time copies of these recommendations would be distributed to the Directors.  Prior to the presentation of such recommendations, the appropriate D.C. Chapter officers and directors will be consulted for input and suggestions.  The board would then, over the period 1-15 May 2004, act on these recommendations so that the revised bylaws are available to the membership for approval and subsequent submission in final form to the Association by June 13, 2004.

Chaplain’s Position:  No change.  Trooper Buck Simmons has graciously agreed to hold this position until such time as a replacement chaplain is selected and approved by the membership.

NEW BUSINESS:  None

MAJOR 2004 EVENTS:

Annual Essay Contest for Educational Award:  Chairman Younger announced that the 2004 Annual Essay Contest for the D.C. Chapter’s Educational Fund award is underway and the applications need to be submitted to the chapter secretary not later than 15 May 2004.  The Chapter’s Board of Directors will then select the essay contest winner and the amount of the award so that such award can be presented to the winner at the Leonard Funk Memorial Day and Luncheon tentatively scheduled for June 5, 2004.  Mrs. Leonard Funk will present the award if she is able to attend; otherwise the Chapter Chair will do the honors.  The Chair will also introduce those guests in attendance.

April 25, 2004 Orde Wingate Wreath-Laying Ceremony:  See OLD BUSINESS above.

May 14-16, 2004 Armed Forces Day at Andrews AFB:  See OLD BUSINESS above.

May 24-29, 2004 All-American Week at Fort Bragg:  No change from last month’s meeting.  The activities are to be held during the period May 24-29 of 2004.  Members desiring to attend should read the Paraglide for information and details related to the activities.

May 29, 2004 WWII Memorial Dedication Ceremony:  Chairman Younger re-iterated that Bob Elliott has reserved 50 seats in the parade reviewing stands for those who desire to watch the parade on May 29, 2004.  Information related to the WWII Memorial Dedication Ceremonies is available in a flyer entitled Scheduled Items of Interest for 2004 Special Activities in the D.C. Chapter meeting minutes dated March 6, 2004.

Tentative June 5, 2004 1SG Funk Memorial and Luncheon:  Chairman Younger announced that the former speaker at the luncheon, Dr. Hardy, is no longer with us, thus a speaker needs to be found.  George Stoeckert indicated that he would locate a speaker from Company C of the 508th.  George also indicated that the name of the memorial and luncheon ceremony is incorrect and the correct name needs to be considered for use henceforth.

Tentative June or July Annual Picnic:  See OLD BUSINESS above. 

ANNOUNCEMENTS:

Chairman Younger announced that the next Board of Directors meeting is set for May 1, 2004 at 1215 hours.

Chairman Younger introduced visitors, Brandon and Bob Farlow, who were here in hopes of gaining interviews with WWII 82nd Airborne Division veterans.  The Chairman asked those members in attendance that were WWII veterans to accommodate these two individuals if at all possible.

Chairman Younger announced that the next D.C. Chapter meeting will be held on the 1st Saturday of May (May 1, 2004) @ 1300 hours in the Fort Myer Fellowship Hall.  The Board of Directors will meet at 1215.

The winner of the 50/50 raffle was Trooper Bill Ridley who returned a $13 donation to the Chapter.
The motion to adjourn was made by Trooper Jim Whitenack.  Motion was seconded by Bill Katzenstein and approved by voice vote.

Chaplain Buck Simmons gave the Airborne Benediction.

WASHINGTON, D.C. CHAPTER

82nd AIRBORNE DISVISON ASSOCIATION
Commemorative Tribute for a Deceased member

Reference: Washington, D.C. Chapter, 82nd Airborne Division Association By-Laws, dated March 15, 1997.

General.  Conducting a commemorative service for a departed trooper is considered by the Washington, D.C. Chapter of the 82nd Airborne Division Association membership, and the Association, to be an appropriate response to the demise of a member.  The tribute demonstrates to the next-of-kin, family, and friends of the deceased trooper the trust and confidence each member shared during and after their airborne service, and the desire to commemorate fittingly the demise of a comrade.

Ceremony:  The chapter ceremony is brief and dignified.  It may be conducted at the funeral home during a wake, or at the graveside or columbarium.  Chapter members assemble near the casket or urn, a Chapter official presents the address prescribed in the reference, an 82nd Airborne Division emblem is affixed to the casket or urn, the Chaplain offers the prayer prescribed in the reference, each chapter member, in turn, salutes the casket or urn and retires – the Chaplain renders the final salute.  The ritual is the same for all funerals, modified only as necessary to accommodate facility limitations or next-of-kin preferences.

Procedures:

1.  The Chapter Chaplain shall administer the chapter commemorative service program.  Upon notification of the demise of a Washington, D.C. Chapter member, the Chaplain shall:

a. Perform the functions prescribed in Section 3, Article XIII of the reference.

b. Describe the Chapter commemorative service ceremony and objectives to the next-of-kin, and obtain permission to perform the ritual at a time and place of their selection.

c. Coordinate the ceremony with the funeral director or other official in charge of the funeral.

d. Notify Chapter Officers, Directors and selected members of the arrangements for the commemorative service and request their participation.

e. At the ceremony site, assemble and brief Chapter members on the commemorative service scenario.

2.  Chapter members shall, whenever possible, participate in commemorative services for deceased members.  Members are encouraged to wear the Association White Hat w/association patch during commemorative services.  They shall:

a. Assemble with the Chaplain at the designated ceremony site for instructions.

b. Accompany the Chaplain to the casket or urn, and face the mourners.  

c. The Chapter Chairman or his representative shall read the tribute prescribed in Section 4, Article XIII of the reference [copy attached hereto for convenience], and affix the 82nd Airborne Division emblem on the casket or urn.  The Chapter Chaplain shall read the prayer prescribed in Section 4, Article XIII [copy attached hereto for convenience].

d. Following the reading of the prayer by the Chaplain, each member, in turn, shall face the casket or urn, render the hand salute, and retire from the immediate area.  The Chaplain shall render the last salute and quietly offer thanks to the next-of-kin for permitting the ceremony.
