Guest Speaker:  Chairman Ridley introduced the guest speaker, Doctor Robert T. Frame, Colonel, US Army Reserve, (Retired) and his wife, Karen.  Dr. Frame is currently the Assistant Under Secretary for Health (Dentistry), Department of Veterans Affairs.  Dr. Frame presented a descriptive and interesting account of his service in Iraq where he was assigned as Chief of the Public Health Team tasked with organizing and developing the Iraqi Ministry of Health.  During his service in Iraq he had been seriously wounded in an enemy ambush and for his actions during this attack he was awarded the Bronze Star (V) and the Purple Heart.  A biographical sketch of Dr. Frame is included as an attachment to these minutes.

· French Legion Award:  Three DC Chapter members who served with 82nd Airborne Division in WWII have provided the documentation so to be considered for the award of the French Legion of Honor.  They are:  James Rodier, Herm Krum and Richard Owen.  If approved for the award, it will probably be presented on or about D-Day, 6 June 2005.  Any others who are interested and who meet the qualifications need to get their names submitted before the end of the week.

· Army Ten-Miler:  The 21st running of the Army Ten-Miler will be run on Sunday, October 2nd 2005.  The DC Chapter will provide a support role and volunteers to work the event will be registered at future meetings.

· Gala Event for WWII Veterans:  The American Red Cross of Arlington County is hosting a Gala Event for WWII veterans on Friday, April 8, 2005 from 1930-2230 hours.  It is to be held at the Military Women’s Memorial, Arlington National Cemetery.  Veterans must be residents of Arlington County and each will receive two tickets (one for themselves and one for their escorts).  The tickets will be mailed to the address of the attending Veteran during the last week of March.  WWII veterans desiring to attend should contact Ms. Elaine K. Turville at (703) 582-9417.  The Red Cross will provide free transportation for the veteran and escort to and from their residence to the Gala if such transportation is requested.  Each veteran should wear a business suit or their military uniform from WWII.  The Gala will include meals, WWII music, and ceremonies that will include presentation of an American Red Cross Certificate of Appreciation for service during WWII.  Notable WWII veterans from each service will be attending this function.  

· Memorial Day Parade:  The WWII Committee has invited the 82nd Airborne Division, DC Chapter and other airborne troopers to participate in the Memorial Day Parade on Monday, May 30, 2005 in Washington, DC.  The troopers will ride in WWII military vehicles such as jeeps, trucks and command vehicles and the 82nd Abn Div Assn banner and logo can be on the lead vehicle.  We have a suspense of the first week of May 2005 to indicate how many troopers will be riding in the parade and the earlier the 82nd troopers respond the better position we will have in the parade sequence.  The mayor of Washington, DC will be the grand marshal of the parade. Particulars related to assembly points and times, dress and apparel will be disseminated later to all who sign up.

Biographical Sketch

Robert Thomas Frame, DMD, MS, CHE, FICD, FACD, FAAHD, FAAMP

Assistant Under Secretary for Health for Dentistry, Department of Veterans Affairs

Colonel, U.S. Army Reserve (Retired)

Dr. Frame holds a Bachelors of Science Degree from Inter-American University in Puerto Rico, a DMD Degree from the University of Puerto Rico, School of Dentistry, a Master in Science in Biomedical Sciences from The University of Texas, and a graduate certificate from The Ohio State University, College of Medicine, Graduate School of Hospital and Health Services Administration.  He completed a three-year residency in Maxillo-facial Prosthetics and Dental Oncology at M.D. Anderson Cancer Center at The University of Texas Health Science Center in Houston, Texas.  He is a certified trainer for Bayer Institute Physician-Patient Communication Workshop and a Primary Care Consultant Team member for the Primary and Ambulatory Care Strategic Healthcare Group in VA Headquarters.

He was recognized with a Fellowship by International College of Dentists, The American College of Dentists, and has earned fellowship status in the American Academy of Maxillo-facial Prosthetics, and the American Association of Hospital Dentists.  Dr. Frame is a Diplomate of the American College of Healthcare Executives and a Certified Healthcare Executive (CHE).  This year Colonel Frame was inducted as a member of the Order of Military Medical Merit, a distinguished member of U.S. Army Reserve Civil Affairs Corps and accepted as a Fellow of Sigma Xi.  He was selected to receive the Honorary Fellowship in the Academy of Dentistry International.

Dr. Frame retired from the U.S. Army Reserve, U.S. Civil Affairs and Psychological Operations Command and is a graduate of the U.S. Army Command and General Staff College.  As a member of the 352nd Civil Affairs Command he was Chief of the Public Health Team.  He served in Bosnia & Herzegovina in 1996-97 as Chief of Operations /Chief of Staff for the Mostar (Bosnia) Regional Office of the Organization for Security and Cooperation in Europe (OSCE) and subsequently as the Public Health Officer for the Allied Command Europe Rapid Reaction Corp, working with the World Health Organization and the Ministry of Health in the infrastructure reconstruction process for which he was awarded the Defense Meritorious Service Medal.

He was called to serve in Operation Enduring Freedom where he was Chief of the Humanitarian Assistance Coordination Center at USCENTCOM in Tampa and subsequently, Public Health Team Chief for the Coalition Joint Civil Military Operations Task Force (CJCMOTF-​Kabul) in Afghanistan for which he received the Bronze Star Medal.  Most recently he served in Operation

Iraqi Freedom as Chief of the Public Health Team tasked with standing up the Iraqi Ministry of 

Health.  He and his team were extremely successful in accomplishing the mission, but on April 27,2003, Col Frame was seriously wounded by enemy action in an ambush in Baghdad. He received the Purple Heart for wounds received from hostile enemy action. He was also awarded the Bronze Star Medal with "V" device for valor for his action during the hostile ambush.

Dr. Frame served on faculty of the University of Texas Health Science Center, M.D. Anderson Hospital and Tumor Institute prior to joining the VA in 1984.  During his VA career he has held positions as Staff Prosthodontists, Chief, Dental Prosthetic Laboratory, Residency Program Director, Assistant Chief, Central Dental Laboratory, Chief, Dental Service (2 facilities), Director, Dental Professional Development, Director, Dental Program Management, and Acting Assistant Chief Medical Director for Dentistry. During his time with VA, he has served on the faculty of: Georgetown University, School of Medicine, Assistant Professor, Dept. of Surgery (ENT); The University of Texas Southwestern Medical School at Dallas, Assistant Professor of Surgery (Oral Surgery); The Ohio State University, College of Dentistry, Adjunct Associate Professor; University of North Carolina, School of Dentistry, Adjunct Associate Professor.

Dr. Frame's clinical experience is in the management of medically compromised patients, with special emphasis on the cancer patient.  He has practiced Maxillo-facial Prosthetics and hospital based Dentistry his entire clinical career. He has published in the Prosthetics, Oncology and Administrative Sciences literature. His area of special interest has been the management of oral complications of patients undergoing cytoreductive therapy.  His thesis studied oral complications prior to bone marrow transplantation and their relationship to problems of the oral-dental complex during and following therapy.  Today his interests have expanded to the Administrative and Managerial Sciences and Public Health in the international arena.

While at VA Headquarters he has served in several positions of increasing responsibility.  On January 17, 1999, Dr. Frame was appointed as the first Assistant Under Secretary for Health for Dentistry.  In this position, one he still holds, he is responsible for policy development and operational guidance for the Department of Veterans Affairs National Dentistry Program.   Some of the major developments by the Office of Dentistry during Dr. Frame's tenure are a Business Plan for VA Dentistry, a Strategic Plan for Field Operations, a Cost-Effectiveness Template for field and corporate use, a Clinical Indicator Development Guide, Clinical Practice Guideline for diabetic patients, a Self-Assessment Tool for Service Chiefs, a Customer Satisfaction Dental Module, and a system-wide Dental Electronic Record with complete system connectivity.
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
